Ablaze! is an initiative by the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod to reach 

100 million people with the Gospel by 2017, the 500th anniversary of the 
Reformation.  Messiah Lutheran Church is one of many congregations involved 
in Ablaze!  We would like to summarize what has happened thus far at 
Messiah. 

Ablaze! began at Messiah last year. Last fall and winter brought a 
series of Bible studies on the topics òWhy Are We Here?ó and òPrayer.ó  This 
spring we completed 50 Days Ablaze!, which included sermons and Sunday 
Bible studies on the seven mission responses of Ablaze (Learn, Pray, Give, Tell, 
Send, Go and Celebrate). 50 Days Ablaze! also included emphasis on 
personal devotions and prayer, plus small-group studies focused on the seven 
mission responses; studies were hosted in peopleõs homes and at church.  Over 
160 people took part in the small group studies.  Some small groups took on 
local mission projects, which are under way.   

Surveys of those participating in the small groups indicated unanimous 
agreement that small group studies are a comfortable and meaningful setting 
for reading and discussing the Word of God.  Most people want to continue 
the small group studies this fall.   

The purpose of 50 Days Ablaze! was to seek Godõs direction for 
Messiah, getting people to study Godõs Word and prayerfully identify ways 
that Messiah can carry out its outreach mission.   Suggestions from the small 
groups are summarized in an article later in this newsletter. The Ablaze! team 
is using those suggestions as one input to help determine Messiahõs mission 
focus in the future. Recommendations from the Ablaze! team will be presented 
to the Leadership Council and the new pastor, hopefully late this summer.  
One area of focus will be teaching people to comfortably express what they 
believe; in order to verbalize oneõs faith, one must fully understand it.  

Also, this summer you will hear more about short-term mission trips ð 
opportunities for members to participate in one- to two-week mission trips to 
various places in the world. 

We appreciate the efforts of the congregation in taking on this 
challenge.  Ultimately, it is not our strength that makes this possible.  It is the 
strength of God, by whom all things are possible, through the Holy Spirit. 
Please pray that He continues to lead us, and praise Him for His guidance so 
far.

Small-Group Studies Contribute 
to Success of 50 days Ablaze 

 
Over 160 people took part in small-group studies (6-12 
people in each group) as part of 50 Days Ablaze.  In a sur-
vey of the participants an overwhelming number like the 
small group format for Bible study; most want to see small 
groups continue this fall on topics to be determined. 
 
Each week of the seven-week study, the small groups pro-
vided ideas for Messiahõs outreach efforts.  A complete list 
of ideas is posted on the bulletin board by the church li-
brary.  Here are the areas most often suggested for action: 
 

Continue Bible-based studies, offering classes for peo-
ple at various levels of knowledge. 

Communicate better on various topics: 

Results of Sunday service prayers ð personal healing, 
jobs found, etc. 

How financial contributions are specifically used to min-
ister to peopleõs needs 

Visibility to the community on what Messiah offers to 

help people 

Upcoming mission opportunities, and reports in church 
upon return from missions (celebrate outreach successes!) 

Personal testimonies in church services on how people 
are touched by Messiahõs outreach activities (effect both on 
those who received, and those who went out)  

How people can support Messiahõs outreach with skills in 

addition to evangelism. 

Provide training and support for people wanting to 

learn to express their faith verbally; use small group settings 
to learn and practice in a non-threatening environment. 
Provide training for families to learn how to do family 
prayer and devotions, as well as develop a personal disci-
pline of daily prayer. 
 
The Ablaze team, along with Leadership Council and the 
new pastor, is challenged in the coming church year to 
find ways to act on ideas provided by the small groups, as 
well as outreach ideas from other sources.  Your ideas are 
welcome.
