THINK, IMAGINE, DREAM, CREATE! Children at Messiah 
Preschool do all of these. If you step inside the classroom, 
you will see children engaged in dramatic play of many 
kinds. There will be a hospital/clinic, fire station, flower 
shop, rain forest, under water adventure, airport, train sta-
tion, bakery, farm, nativity scene, pet store, dinosaur land, 
hibernation cave, Columbusõ ships, Indian village, woodwork-

ing shop, Arctic adventure, church, home and many more. 
 

Puzzles, play dough, paint, crayons, markers and manipula-
tives of many sorts are always available along with blocks. 
We have wooden blocks ranging in sizes from one inch to 
two feet, Lego blocks, Duplo blocks, cardboard blocks, plas-
tic blocks and foam blocks. Who wouldnõt want to create 
with some of these? 
 

Although much of what we have is purchased and designed 
especially for teaching young children to learn and explore, 
homemade learning devices are also important. Cereal 
boxes can be used to make a tower. Bed sheets can become 
a wigwam. Cast off clothes might be a princess gown or a 
safari shirt. Milk bottles could be bowling pins. Cds make 
great space ships. 
 

So if you have something that you might otherwise throw 
away, look for possibilities in it and ask Mrs. Beyer if pre-
school could use it. She might say, òyesó or she might say 
òmaybe.ó Go ahead, take a chance, ask her. What do you 
have to lose? Chances are it will be a welcome addition to 
the preschool òpossibility treasures.ó 
 

Right now the preschool is looking for two to three old king 
or queen sized bed sheets and a small tent. Do you have 
one that you could donate to the children who will think, 
imagine, dream and create?
